     The 19th International Symposium on English Teaching is one of the large-scale conferences in Taiwan. I was very pleased to have an opportunity to attend this conference. Although I was not a presenter, I was very glad and had an honor to view many internationally renowned scholars’ presentations. For example, Dr. Stephen Krashen’s “Academic Language Proficiency: Acquired or Learned?,” Dr. William Grabe’s “Moving from Reading Research to Reading Instruction and Back,” Eric Hawkin’s “Strategic reading & Vocabulary Instruction for Modern-Day Taiwan Classrooms,” etc. As focusing research interest on reading and writing, I especially adored Dr. William Grabe’s presentation. In his this presentation, he conceptualizes the second language reading research and instruction relationship as a cyclic process, and sees if they could eventually lead to improve students’ learning outcomes. Dr. Grabe’s research specialization is in acquisition of reading and writing, literacy, written discourse analysis, and content based instruction. I was happy to participate in this conference, and also learn a lot of innovative methods in teaching English as a foreign language.
